Food Stamps:  Are you eligible?  

According to the Mid-Ohio Foodbank most people who 

are eligible for food stamps donôt apply to receive them. 

The food stamp program is not a welfare program. It is 

a nutrition assistance program. You do not need to be 

receiving other public assistance to receive this benefit. 

You no longer receive ñstamps.ò You receive a card that 

looks like an ATM card.  ñFood stamps help you eat 

right when money is tight.ò   

As of October 1, 2008 you may qualify even if you did 

not qualify in the past.  You can qualify if you own your 

own home or car and if you have a checking and/or  

savings accounts. The gross monthly income for 1 per-

son can be up  to $1,127.00 and for 2 people it can be 

up to $1,517.00.  For more information or to prescreen
