~  Your appointment must be no earlier than 9 a.m.
and no later than 2 p.m.

~ Be ready 1-2 hours prior to your appointment.
When feasible we try to schedule more than one
client per trip to help cut rising fuel costs.

~ Please advise us when you schedule your ap-
pointment if you need the wheelchair accessible
van.

~ Service is curb to curb. If you need assistance,
you must have a caregiver over the age of 18 to
accompany you. The driver cannot be responsible
to offer assistance into

busy during your wait.
