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The C.W. Transportation Program provides free trans-
portation for senior citizens over the age of 60 and 
disabled persons.  This service is offered to residents 
of the Canal Winchester School District. 
 
 To participate in the program you must fill out a client 
information sheet.  If you have not registered, please 
contact the center to obtain a copy of the guidelines 
and the client information sheet.  All appointments are 
to be made through the center 614-837-8276. 
 
Reminders: 
 

~ Appointments must be scheduled at least two 

working days in advance. 

 

~ Your appointment must be no earlier than 9 

a.m. and no later than 2 p.m. 

 

~ Be ready 1-½ hours prior to your appoint-

ment. When feasible we try to schedule more 

than one client per trip to help cut rising fuel 

costs. 

 

~ Please advise us when you schedule your 

appointment if you need the wheelchair ac-

cessible van.  

 

~ Service is curb to curb. If you need assis-

tance, you must have a caregiver over the 

age of 18 to accompany you. The driver can-

not be responsible to offer assistance into 

your doctorôs office. 

 

~ The driver will return to pick you up as soon 

as possible but you may have to wait.  Al-

ways take a snack and a book or othe activity 

to keep you busy during your wait.   

~ Remember that this is a free service provided 

through the joint efforts of Canal Winchester 

Human Services, The Village of Canal Win-

chester and Madison Township.  If you would 

ever like to make a donation toward the pro-

gram please make your donation payable to 

ñCanal Winchester Human Servicesò  You 

may send in to the center office.
