Resident Input Requested for Community Surveys

The Village of Canal Winchester
mailed a survey to all households
within its corporation limits earlier
this month to learn what residents
think about community services, fu-
ture initiatives and life in general in
Canal Winchester. The requested
return date for the surveys has been
moved back from November 19 to
November 26 to give anyone who
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extra week to fill it out. All surveys
were sent with a postage paid return
envelope so you simply need to put
the completed survey in the envelope
and drop it in any mailbox.

The survey includes sixty four ques-
tions that request input on area
parks, community facilities, police
protection, public utilities, develop-
ment and a number of other areas,
including how satisfied residents
have been with their interactions
with village staff. In addition to their
opinions, residents are also asked to
share other information, such as
where they work, dine and shop.

Once survey responses have been
received, results will be tabulated
and analyzed and recommendations
will be made for future planning.
This review will be done by a third-
party consultant to ensure results
remain unbiased. As the results will
only be as good as the quality and
variety of responses the village gets
from its residents, everyone is en-

couraged to fill out and return the
survey. The results are expected to
be available to the public in early
20009.

Related to the community surveys,
the village also conducted two eco-
nomic development focus group ses-
sions to help better understand busi-
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group of business and community
leaders, developers and public offi-

cials offered their insight on what the
village is doing well, where it could
improve and what it should consider

for the future. Overall feedback was
very positive, with Canal Winchester
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There were several areas mentioned
by attendees as strengths of Canal
Winchester, including having a great
quality of life, managing growth and
an outstanding workforce. Aspects
the group suggested the village fur-
ther address were reconsidering the
retail mix and pursuing more office
development. Recommendations for
future consideration included tax
credits and more aggressive market-

ing.

The insight gained by both the resi-
dential surveys and the economic
development focus groups will help
guide the future goals and planning
for the village.
