ORDINANCE NO. 20-035

AN ORDINANCE TO AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO A CONTRACT WITH
RUMPKE OF OHIO, INC FOR THE CITY’S MUNICIPAL WASTE HAULING, DISPOSAL
AND RECYCLING SERVICES AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY

WHEREAS, the City’s current municipal waste contract expires September 30t, 2020; and,

WHEREAS, Council previously determined that it is in the best interest of the City to initiate a request for proposals
(RFP) process to procure these vital city services and, pursuant to the City’s Amended Charter and the City’s Codified
Ordinances, Council waived the competitive bidding requirement with respect to the contract; and,

WHEREAS, in accordance with the RFP process, a team consisting of the Mayor, Councilman Bennett, the Director
of Public Service, the Construction Services Administrator and the Finance Director evaluated the proposals and determined
that Rumpke of Ohio, Inc’s proposal best serves the interests of the City and our residents.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CANAL WINCHESTER, STATE OF
OHIO:

Section 1. That the Mayor or designee be, and hereby is, authorized and directed to enter into a contract for
municipal waste hauling, disposal and recycling services, in a form acceptable to the Law Director, with Rumpke of Ohio,
Inc.

Section 2. That this ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure, necessary for the preservation of

the public health, safety and welfare, such emergency arising from the need to provide services by a specific date and shall
take effect and be in force from and after its passage.
