HAPPY NEW YEAR! Another year has come and gone and everyone at the City wants to say

thank you to the residents of Canal Winchester for helping us help you. It’s not always an easy
job working in public service, no matter where it may be. The days can get rather long repairing
broken water lines, managing sewage problems, picking up leaves for weeks on end, or plowing
snow day, night, weekends, and holidays! But by doing small acts like raking leaves to the curb

correctly or keeping vehicles off the streets during snow events, you make their jobs much less

burdensome. And less stressful, too! When cars are parked on the streets, plowing snow takes
on a whole new responsibility of trying not to damage any vehicles. At times, the roads can
become treacherous and visibility from inside the trucks isn’t always the best. So again, thank you all for making their jobs
a little easier and helping them get the jobs done faster.

If you have been keeping up with the City newsletters throughout 2022, you know what a busy year it was. Perhaps one
of the most exciting happenings was the move of City Offices, Council Chambers, the Community Center, and Mayor’s
Court into the new City Hall in the Bob McDorman Building — 45 East Waterloo Street. With that project came a new
parking lot behind Shades that has created over 50 additional parking spots. It also paved the way for the Sheriff’s Office
move into 36 South High Street — a real upgrade from the damp and dingy basement of Town Hall at 10 N. High. Of
course, the opening of the first phase of McGill Park ranks right up there, too!

2023 looks to be just as busy with our sights set on construction of the main shelter at McGill Park and hopefully
beginning construction of Phase II, which will include baseball fields, a dog park, pickleball courts, a small playground,
additional parking spaces, more trails, and another shelter similar to the one presently in place at the soccer fields.
Reconstruction of Woodsview Drive will take place this year and will include new water lines, curb and gutter replace-
ment, and street paving. This will be a major project that will take a few months to complete. There will likely be some
inconveniences during the process but will be well worth it when it is complete, adding value to the neighborhood. More
information for those living in that area will be coming within the next couple of months.

Lastly, the State of Ohio notified the City recently that our application
for a Designated Outdoor Refreshment Area (DORA) has been
approved. There are some housekeeping items that need to happen
first, but watch for more to come soon on this and other exciting
developments in “The Greatest Little City in Ohio”.
